Through all GSCB Summer Camp programs, girls in grades K through 12 can enjoy safe and exciting adventures, engage in projects that help their communities, learn new skills and make new friends.  The girls develop qualities that will serve them all their lives, such as leadership, strong values, social conscience and conviction about their own potential and self-worth.  Parents can join their daughters and attend programs free as volunteers.  Girl Scout programs are affordable, and financial aid is available.   
The Girls in Gear program will operate from 9 a.m. to 4 p.m., Monday through Friday.  All girls entering grades 5 through 8 – not just Girl Scouts – are welcome.  Early drop off begins at 8 a.m. and after care is available until 5 p.m.  Transportation is available from North Wilmington and Newark.
