Troop 498 selected the Ronald McDonald House for a community service project after discussing ways they could implement the “Power of the Community” project in the Girl Scouts Junior Journey Book.  A key part of the Girl Scout Leadership Experience is the leadership journey, a coordinated series of activities grouped around a theme.  Each journey is tied to some of Girl Scouts' 15 national outcomes for girls, as defined in the Girl Scout Leadership Model.  These outcomes are integral to the three leadership keys, Discover, Connect, and Take Action.
