*1. Make a large (poster-size) map of Delaware.  Include U.S. Route 13, County boundaries, 

neighboring states and bodies of water, the Delaware Memorial Bridge, Wilmington, 
Dover, and Seaford. 

 
 Add to your map any places your troop visits while working on this patch. 
 
2. Delaware has many fine state parks.  Identify 3 of them, their location and their facilities.  

Visit one of them. 
 
3. Most states have a state flag, bird, tree, flower, colors and song.  Find out what 

Delaware’s are and what their significance is. 
 
4. Indians lived in Delaware long before European settlers came.  Find out what tribes lived 

here and how they lived. 
 
5. Early settlers from many foreign countries came to Delaware most notably from Sweden, 

Holland, England and France.  In later years, people from other ethnic backgrounds also 
settled here.  Do a craft project which will remind you of the State’s cultural heritage. 

 
6. Delaware’s government is elected by the adult residents.  Arrange to meet one of our 

elected officials:  Governor, Senator, Representative, Mayor, Councilman, etc. 
 
7. Take a walking tour of: 
 Downtown Wilmington   or  Old New Castle 
 The Green, Dover   or  Lewes 
 Other historic town or site 
 
*8. Visit a County other than the one you live in.  Learn something new about that part of our 

state. 
 
9. Find out something that Delaware is well-known for.  How does this affect the people 

who live here? 
 
10. Many people who live in Delaware were not born here.  Find out where the members of 

your troop were born, and if they were born in another state, find out why they now live 
here. 

 
11. Visit a historic location near you and find out its importance. 
 
12. Water has played an important part in Delaware’s growth.  Visit the Brandywine River, 

Christiana river, Nanticoke River, Delaware Bay, Bombay Hook, the C & D Canal, or 
Indian River Bay (choose one) – or – learn about the importance of any 3 of the above 
bodies of water. 
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
